This process, formally documented in FSIS policy, has executive-level enterprise boards that align up to the

Management Council for decision-making and implementation. This process involves all levels of

leadership through to the Agency Administrator.

FSIS collaborates with FDA and other Federal agencies, when applicable, to ensure new policies and
initiatives are consistently promoting best practices for food safety. Several examples of this include the
FSIS-FDA Dual-Jurisdiction Establishments Workgroup, the Interagency Collaboration on Genomics for
Food and Feed Safety, and the Interagency Food Safety Analytics Collaboration, to name a few.

* Modernization of Swine Slaughter Inspection — this Rule amends existing Federal meat
inspection regulations to establish an optional new inspection system for market hog
slaughter establishments that has been demonstrated to provide public health protection at
least equivalent to the existing inspection system.
